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FAUNA OF THE BUTTERFLIES (LEPIDOPTERA, DIURNA) OF THE
KHABAROVSK CITY AND ITS VICINITIES

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The butterflies (Lepidoptera, Diurna) of the Khabarovsk and its vicinities are
presented by 176 species from 6 families. In the local fauna the number of widely
distributed in Palaearctic region species is almost equal to the number of species
distributed in East Asia. The richest fauna of butterflies is mentioned in the Bolshoy
Khekhtsir Mts (163 species) and Voronezhsky Hills (135 species). The phenology of
Diurna is examined. The maximal diversity of flying butterflies (132 species) is
mentioned in mid—July.
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
