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INTRODUCTION

The subgenus Haplothemus of Themus Motschulsky, 1857 was proposed by
Wittmer (1973), it was redefined by Svihla (2008) and characterized by the pronotum
with lateral margins moderately or slightly diverging posteriorly, elytra parallel-
sided or slightly dilated posteriorly, yellow, brown, sooty, iron grey to nearly black,
at most with slightly plumbeous or cupreous metallic shine. This subgenus is
mainly distributed in Central Asia and Himalaya area, some species spreads to
southwestern China.

Until now, the subgenus Haplothemus has 42 species and subspecies occurring
in China. In the present study four species are firstly recorded from China. These
new records are all based on the specimens collected in Xizang (Figs. 7-10).

The examined specimens are deposited in the Naturhistorisches Museum Basel,
Switzerland (NHMB), Muséum National d'Histoire Naturelle, Paris, France (MNHN),
Institute of Zoology, Chinese Academy of Sciences, Beijing, China (IZAS) and
Hebei University Museum, Baoding, China (HBUM). The distributions map is made
by the geographic information system software ArcView GIS 3.2, based on the
database of all the specimens examined in this study and the literatures.
